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There is only one Church. It is not something to join or attend. It has no creeds, articles of religion, or orthodoxies one must agree to. The many denominations and churches read the same Bible, but disagree on many points. These churches do much good, and they preach Biblical truth insofar as they understand it. 
There is only one true Church. It is invisible, and it is not divided by any boundary. Our focus should not be on going to church. It doesn’t matter if one goes to an organized church or not. What matters is that we who believe live as Christ’s ambassadors.
God spoke to Abraham. He believed and it was reckoned to him as righteousness. He did not fully understand God, which led for example to his fathering a child thru Hagar, but he believed nonetheless. No creeds; no articles of religion; no membership.
We should be able to fellowship together despite our differences in understanding. We should have open minds, seeking to help one another come to a better understanding of God.
And when we gather together at any place and in any setting … we are a fellowship of believers.
