1 Corinthians 15 Revelation 
  
All sovereignty, authority, power 
nullified (15:24) 

Slaves of God reigning (22:5) and 
“Kings of the earth” (21:24) 

Christ reigns UNTIL He places all 
enemies under His feet. Then He 
subjects Himself to God (15:28) 

Christ still seated on the throne (21:5) 

Last enemy (death) abolished (15:27) Lake of fire (second death) still exists 
(21:8) 

Incorruptible, spiritual body (15:42-44) Leaves on tree for the “cure” of the 
nations … implies bodies needing 
leaves to sustain health (22:2) 

No Jew nor Greek, slave nor free (Gal 
3:28). No distinction between Jew or 
Greek in 1 Cor 15. 

Twelve tribes (21:12), twelve apostles 
… of which Paul was not one (21:14), 
nations outside city (21:24) 

A spiritual realm, with no corruption, 
reign power. All are subjected. No 
enemies, no death, no sin, no rebellion. 
The purpose of the eons has been 
achieved. God becomes All in all. 

A physical realm, when the kingdom 
comes upon the earth. Much like our 
present world, but with Christ reigning 
and keeping out evil. (22:14-15) 

  
The consummation, after the ages 
(eons) have ended. God’s purpose for 
the eons (Eph 3:11) has been 
accomplished. 

The final age (eon) 
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“Recognizing Christ as the Ultimate Saviour of All!”

Savior of all, especially believers (1 Tim 4:10 – Gal 6:10) 
God wills that all mankind be saved (1 Tim 2:4) 
Operating all in accord with counsel of His will (Eph 1:11) 
Correspondent ransom for all – testimony in its own eras (1 Tim 2:6) 
In Adam all dying; in Christ all vivified (1 Cor 15:21-23) 
One offense for all mankind for condemnation... (Rom 5:18-19) 
Lamb of God taking away sin of the world (John 1:29) 
Every knee bowing (Phil 2:9-11; Is 45:23) 
Locks all in stubbornness; to be merciful to all (Rom 11:30-32) 
All created ... to reconcile all (Col 1:16-20) 
He should be tasting death for the sake of everyone (Heb 2:9) 
God was in Christ conciliating the world to Himself (2 Cor 5:19) 
For our sins, not ours only but the whole world (1 John 2:2) 
For all, and on all who are believing (Romans 3:22) 
Son of man came to seek and to save the “destroyed” (Luke 19:10) 
Shall be drawing all to Myself (John 12:32) 
All people blessed (Gen 12:3; 22:18; 26:5; 28:14) 
 

BEHAVIOR 
Walk worthily (Eph 4:1) 
Working for the good of all  (Gal 6:10) 
Put on (behavior) ... over all love (Col 3:12-17) 
Be gentle toward all (2 Tim 2:22-26) 
The dais (Rom 14:10; 2 Cor 5:10) 
 

BELIEF 
Reckoned as righteousness  (Rom 4:3) 
None seeking God (Rom 3:10-11) 
Belief on Christ graciously granted by God (Phil 1:29) 
Apprehensions of unbelievers blinded by god of this eon (2 Cor 4:3) 
Lydia’s heart opened (Acts 16:13) 
Systematizing deception (Eph 4:14) 
Doubting Thomas (John 20:24-29) 
 

BODY OF CHRIST: CHRIST’S COMPLEMENT. SONS OF GOD 
His body … the complement of the One completing the all in all (Eph 1:23) 
The complement of Christ (Eph 4:14) 
Peacemakers shall be called sons of God (Matt 5:9) 
Men after the resurrection are “sons of God” (Luke 20:36) 
Those led by God’s spirit are sons of God (Rom 8;14) 
You are all sons of God, thru faith in Christ Jesus (Gal 3:26) 
 

CHRIST’S COMMISSION TO ISRAEL 
Twelve to go to lost sheep of Israel (Matt 10:6) 
Won’t finish cities of Israel before Son of Man comes (Matt 10:23) 
 

CHRIST AS TO-SUBJECTOR 
Christ bringing all into subjection (1 Cor 15:25-28) 
Making known secret of His will, to head up all in the Christ (Eph 1:9) 
The One completing the all in all (Eph 1:23) 
Thru Him to reconcile all to Him (Col 1:20) 
 

 



DEATH 
Only Christ immortal (1 Tim 6:16) 
Mortal must put on immortality (1 Cor 15:53) 
Soil returns to soil (Ecc 12:7) 
Dead know nothing (Ecc 9:5) 
No one remembers you when he is dead (Ps 6:5) 
Multitudes who sleep will awake (Dan 12:2) 
 

ECCLESIA (ORGANIZATION) 
At the house of Prisca & Aquila (Rom 16:5; 1 Cor 16:19) 
If the whole ecclesia should come together (1 Cor 14:23) 
Coming together not for the better (1 Cor 11:17) 
 

ECCLESIA (PURPOSE) 
Life eonian a gracious gift (Rom 6:23) 
Sealed w holy spirit … earnest of allotment (Eph 1:13-14) 
Eonian life = real life (Phil 3:4-13; 1 Tim 6:12,19) 
Joint enjoyers of Christ’s allotment (Rom 8:14-17) 
Designated for place of a son (Eph 1:4-5) 
Seated in celestials; to display grace in oncoming eons (Eph 2:6) 
Will judge the world & messengers (1 Cor 6:1-3) 
His body; complement of One completing all in all (Eph 1:23) 
To display riches of His grace (Eph 2:7) 
 

ELOHIM/GODS = MEN 
Moses appointed elohim to Pharoah (Ex 7:1) 
Judges (Ex 21:6; 22:8,9) 
El judges the elohim (Psalm 82:1) 
In the law … I say you are gods (John 10:34, from Psalm 82:6) 
Many gods and lords, but for us there is one God, the Father (1 Cor 8:5-6) 
The god of this eon blinds … (2 Cor 4:4) 
Whose god is their bowels … (Phil 3:19) 
There are those “termed a god” (2 Thes 2:4) 
 

EONS 
In accord with the purpose of the eons (Eph 3:11) 
Before times eonian (2 Tim 1:9-10; Titus 1:1-3; 1 Cor 2:6-8) 
Present wicked eon (Gal 1:3-5) 
The current eon (1 Tim 6:17) 
The eon of this world (Eph 2:2) 
Not only this eon, but also the impending (Eph 1:21) 
Impending eon (Mt 12:32; Mk 10:30; Lk 18:30; Heb 6:5; Eph 1:21) 
Oncoming eons (Eph 2:7) 
All the eons (Jude 1:25) 
End of the eon (Matt 13:39; 13:49; 24:3; 28:20) 
End of the eons (Heb 9:26; 1 Cor 10:11) 
He will reign forever (Luke 1:33) “for the eons” 
They shall reign forever & ever (Rev 22:5) “for the eons of the eons” 
He must be reigning until (1 Cor 15:25) 
The god of this eon (2 Cor 4:4) 
 

EXPECTATION 
Celestials (Eph 1:3; 2:6; Phil 3:20), In Christ snatched away (1 Thes 4:13ff) 
Israel (Matt 5:5), Wicked taken away (Matt 24:37ff) 

 

HAPPY GOD 
Good news of the happy God (1 Tim 1:11) 
 

LAKE OF FIRE 
Beast & false prophet (Rev 19:20) 
Devil (20:10) 
Second death (20:13-15) 
In new heavens & earth (21:7-8) 
 

LEGALISM 
Beware ... human tradition – elements of world (Col 2:8-23) 
Turning back to infirm & poor elements ... scrutinizing days (Gal 4:8) 
Christ frees us … yoke of slavery (Gal 5:1) 
Deciding for one day over another (Rom 14:5) 
 

PAUL’S EVANGEL 
Came thru a revelation (Gal 1:11) 
To complete the word of God (Col 1:25) 
My evangel (Rom 2:16; 16:25-26) 
Evangel of Uncircumcision/Circumcision (Gal 2:7) 
As the rest of scriptures (2 Pet 3:15-16) 
Message recvd as word of God (1 Thes 2:13) 
Callousness ... until complement of nations (Rom 11:25) 
Forfeits right to be supported (1 Cor 9:12) 
Ambassadors (2 Cor 5:20) 
Paul abandoned (2 Tim 1:15; 4:16; Acts 21:20) 
 

RESURRECTION 
Resurrection anticipated by Jews (Job 19:25-27; Hos 13:14; John 11:24) 
Some say resurrection already occurred (2 Tim 2:18) 
 

RIGHTLY DIVIDING 
Correctly cutting the word of truth (2 Tim 2:15) 
All Scripture inspired (2 Tim 3:16) 
Pattern of sound words (2 Tim 1:13) 
Try the things that differ (Phil 1:10 KJV) 
 

SECRET  (“musterion”) 
Secret wisdom concealed (1 Cor 2:7) 
Administrators of God’s secrets (1 Cor 4:1) 
Not all sleep, but all changed (1 Cor 15:51) 
Making known secret of His will – head up all in Christ (Eph 1:10) 
To make known the secret of the evangel (Eph 6:19) 
Not known in past; now being revealed (Eph 3:3ff) 
Members of His Body (Eph 5:32) 
To complete word of God—the secret concealed... (Col 1:26) 
 

SPECULATION 
Learn not to be disposed above what is written (1 Cor 4:6) 
 

TRINITY 
Grace & truth thru Christ; God no one has seen (John 1:18) 
One God the Father, and one Lord Jesus Christ (1 Cor 8:6-7) 
The Son seated at God’s right hand (Heb 1:3)
